Giannini, The Art of Good Taste events of the 2008 season broke 
all revenue records and budget goals to make for one of the 
most exciting and successful wine seasons in the Brooks’ history.

The season kicked off with the debut dinner event at Fleming’s 
Prime Steakhouse & Wine Bar that raised over $50,000. The 
capacity crowd that packed the dining room was treated to 
a fabulous five-course dinner by Chef William Kloos paired 
perfectly with wines from the Flora Springs Winery. A silent and 
lively live auction followed hosted by Debbi Fields Rose.

Our Patrons Dinner and Grand Auction featured four Central 
Coast winemakers who with professional wine auctioneers 
from Hart Davis Hart Wine Co. made the live auctions 
extremely successful, raising over $400,000 for the museum in 
a single weekend.

With these events, coupled with a wonderful Brooks Uncorked, 
a Hangar 1 Vodka tasting, three Warm Up to Wine classes and 
a record year for corporate sponsorships, the Art of Good Taste 
was able to contribute more than $450,000 to the museum which 
will directly support public programming, traveling exhibitions, 
an expanding permanent collection and educational outreach.

Glories of Gloria Wine Tasting in the Brushmark
Each year, Brooks Uncorked, Patrons Dinner and 

the Grand Auction offer several themed tastings and 
wine dinners that are sold to high bidders. 
Throughout the fall and early spring, the 
Brushmark restaurant hosts these elegant 
Sunday afternoon wine tastings. The 
lucky participants are guided through 
several vintages of wine, comparing and 
contrasting the differences. These tastings 
are accompanied by a perfectly paired four 
course lunch prepared by chefs Wally Joe 
and Andrew Adams.

On October 5, the theme was Glories 
of Gloria, a vertical tasting for thirteen lucky 
Dutch Auction winners who enjoyed Chateau Gloria St. Julien 
in the following vintages: 1975, 1978, 1984, 1988, 1989, 1990, 
1994, 1996, 1997, 1998 and 1999. Host Ken Neill added a 2000 
and 2005 vintage to the tasting from his personal collection. 

These highly acclaimed wines were paired with Grilled Truffle 
Marinated Trumpet Mushrooms on a Frisee Salad, 

Trumpet Royale Potstickers with a Truffle Vinaigrette, 
Grilled South Carolina Quail with Butternut Squash 
Ravioli, Foie Gras and Spiced Orange Brown Butter, 
Five Spice Colorado Lamb Ribs with Hoisin BBQ 
Sauce and a Roasted Corn-Avocado Salad, and 
finally a Day “In House” Dry-Aged NY Strip with 
Arancini, Garlic Spinach and Horseradish Emulsion.

Some of this season’s tastings at the Brushmark 
also include a 1986 vs. 1999 Great Napa Taste-Off, 
Chianti and Port tastings, a horizontal exploration 
of 1994 Cabernet Sauvignons, a La Mission Mega 
Tasting, and a horizontal 1983 Bordeaux tasting.
